Quayle Awards

Guidance Notes for Applicants

1. Personal Details.
An application should be submitted on behalf of a child or young person by their teacher, coach, youth worker or sports club representative.

Please ensure the nominee’s home address and contact number are contained within the application, as correspondence will be sent to the nominee’s home address.

2. Award Criteria

The Quayle awards are open to all children and young people living within the Borough of Blackpool.  The Quayle Trophy is open to young people aged 14 – 21 years and the Quayle Shield is open to children and young people aged 9 – 13 years. 

The Quayle Trophy is awarded each year to a young person who has represented their region or above at a chosen sport. The Quayle Shield is awarded to a child or young person who has represented their town or above.
Applicants should describe the nominee’s sporting achievements since April 2009.  Details should include the names of the events attended, the dates and venues of the events and also the level of performances, e.g. international, national etc.

Past nominees and winners are eligible to be nominated as the committee considers the annual achievements of each nominee.

3. Other achievements and personal characteristics to support the nomination.
Applicants should also include any other information that would support the nomination.  An example might include any periods of volunteering in relation to sport or any leadership awards gained. Photo’s, press cuttings, medals and certificates are useful as they evidence the achievements.
